sia, a country in which it has been con-
nected for 136 years. The glorious event,
witnessed by dignitaries and guests from
the industry, took place in Port Klang.
Northport played host to this memorable
occasion.

It is a renowned tradition for wives of
business friends to name the birth of a
new vessel. The patron of the 336m long
Kuala Lumpur Express is Ursula Adrion,
wife of Adolf Adrion, member of the ex-
ecutive board of Hapag-Lloyd AG. Mr.
Adrion has been serving the company for
over 50 years and this mark a tribute for
Mr. Adrion, who has been in the indus-
try for many years. Mr. Adrion lives and
loves shipping and has achieved so much
for Hapag Lloyd throughout his time in
this company.

The new mega vessel can carry 8,749
TEUs and is the second ultra-modern
training ship on which Hapag-Lloyd
trains its nautical and technical personnel.
In addition to her crew of 24, the Kuala
Lumpur Express carries 15 upcoming
seafarers and two trainers on board. The

heart of the additionally
installed training deck
is a multimedia training
room. A training work-
shop is also provided
in the engine room.
Kuala Lumpur Express
is among the largest ves-
sels worldwide.

The Kuala Lumpur Ex-
press is being deployed
in the EU4 service be-
tween Europe and the
Far East. Ports of loading
are Xingang - Qingdao
- Pusan - Shanghai -
Singapore — Port Klang
- Jeddah - Rotterdam
- Hamburg - Singapore
- Kaohsiung - Pusan -
Dalian - Xingang.

orporate Social Responsibility, or
CSR is a concept with a growing
recognition within Malaysia.

There is a need to investigate the
capabilityand will of portauthoritiesacross
the region to increase the sustainability
of the sector. CSR practice at port helps

to recognize and promote the port’s
essential contribution towards responsible
development across a range of geographic
scales, namely the environment sector. We
don’t see any ports or shipping companies
among the familiar leaders of CSR.

Since the Kyoto Protocol was ratified in

1997, carbon emissions have been making
headlines. Annual carbon emissions from
global shipping are reported at 1.12 billion
tones, which makes up an estimated 4.5
per cent of total global carbon emissions.
This estimate is higher than the aviation
industry, but the industry has often
escaped publicity. Lobby groups in the
U.S. and even the European Union began
arguing for international regulations for
the industry but the governments find it
difficult to effectively regulate an industry
that crosses so many oceans and borders.
Hence, CSR plays a prominent role in
creating awareness to rectify such a critical
situation.

Another CSR element that should be
taken into consideration is the operational
performance and safety programmes
of an organization. This is especially
important in the port sector. One of the
most important aspects of CSR is making
sure that all employees are well versed in
the organization’s rules of conducts. It is
critical to ensure that every employee
knows the legal and company compliance

regulations and is committed to following
them.
